MINUTES OF EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING 
Wil l iamsburg, Virginia 

February 22, 1981 
The meeting was called to order by President E. B. Bagley at 2:35 

pm. In attendance were Executive Committee members Bagley, 
Collins, Kearsley, Myers, and Shaw. Also present were D. Hunston, 
J . Knox, E. Miller and L. Schmidt. 

The Secretary read the minutes of the last Executive Committee 
meeting, the Report of the Secretary, and the report of the Member-
ship Committee (C. Sieglaff, Chairman). All were approved by 
motion, second and voice vote. The Secretary also described changes 
in the AIP constitution which The Society has been asked to ratify. 
The Executive Committee voted to approve these changes and the 
Secretary will so inform AIP . It was also suggested, discussed and 
agreed that the Secretary would look into the matter of scrolls for 
presentation to Bingham Awardees along with the medal. 

Treasurer Collins presented a thorough review of the finances of 
The Society from 1972 to 1981 which illustrated the slow deterioration 
of our financial reserves due to inflation. The balance as of September 
30, 1980 was $26,691.04, with an estimated balance for December 31, 
1980 of $19,000 and $19,375 for December 31, 1981. In 1972 the 
balance was $22,578.00 so that our position, due to inflationary 
pressures, is relatively weaker in 1981 than in 1972. In addition, the 
Treasurer reviewed the cost/benefi t ratio of Society membership. 
Currently, $17.50 in benefits are received for an annual membership 
dues of $15. The $2.50 deficit is made up by interest on savings, page 
charges and proceeds f rom meetings. Consideration of a dues increase 
will therefore be necessary in the foreseeable future. 

The report of the Treasurer was unanimously accepted with a note 
of thanks to the Treasurer for the thoroughness of his accounting. A 
discretionary fund of $500 per year was allotted to the Treasurer by 
unanimous consent of the Executive Committee to cover expenses of 
his office. 



RHEOLOGY BULLETIN 
Raymond R. Myers, Editor

The Society's representative to the International Committee on 
Rheology, J . R. Knox, reported on the activities of that committee. 
The International Committee is working on a report on rheology 
facilities and it was felt that this should be coordinated with I. 
Krieger's survey of graduate programs in rheology. To augment 
cooperation with foreign societies, it was decided that announcements 
of foreign meetings should be sent to Physics Today as well as the 
Bulletin. 

R. R. Myers, Editor, read the report of his office with the main 
item being the overrun on the page limit of 800 per year. Wiley will be 
instructed to hold to 800, but no two tier system of publication 
(preference given to those honoring the page charges) will be instituted 
at this time. Several committee members were strongly against the two 
tier system on the grounds that scientific merit should take precedence 
over ability to pay. The use of SI units for the Journal of Rheology 
was discussed and it was decided to leave this matter to the Editorial 
Committee. It was also noted that J . Dealy has expressed concern over 
the need for nomenclature clarification in extensional flow. It was 
agreed that Dealy should be appointed chairman of a nomenclature 
committee and should present a proposal to the Executive Committee 
on the objectives to be achieved, with proper regard for the prior work 
done under the Chairmanship of C. Sieglaff. 

Member-at-Large Kearsley reported briefly on the AIP Committee 
for Public Policy. The consensus was to continue our presence on this 
committee. 

The report of the Education Committee was reviewed by its 
chairman, D. Hunston, who discussed plans for a short course at the 
1981 Annual Meeting and for publicizing a list of educational 
materials. The existence of this list will be announced in the Bulletin. 

At this time the concern of the Committee was focused on the 
plans for the Fall 1981 meeting in Louisville, Kentucky. The meeting 
will be from October 11-15 and will feature six symposia as well as 
general papers and invited lectures, according to Program Chairman 
L. Schmidt. Local arrangements were discussed by the Local 
Arrangements Committee Chairman, E. Miller, who will be given any 
necessary advice and support by Site Selection Committee Chairman 
E. Collins and local Society members. A spouses' program will be 
arranged if there is sufficient interest. 

Progress of the Site Selection Committee was reported by its chair-
man E. Collins, who discussed a number of possible sites for 1982. In-
vitations will be solicited at the Business Meeting. For the present 
meeting in Williamsburg, no problems had been noted (local ar-
rangements had been handled by G. McKenna and colleagues at NBS, 
program by C. Denson, Chair) and a vote of thanks was given to 
Celanese, Imass and Instron for their financial support . The President 
will convey this vote of thanks in writing to these firms. 

At this point (6:15 pm) an adjournment was called and the meeting 
scheduled to continue at 9:00 pm. 

The problems with the Naples travel arrangements were discussed 
at great length and methods for avoiding similar difficulties in the 
future were resolved. E. Kearsley was assigned the task of 
investigating methods for getting legal help at less expense than that 
oriented through AIP. The President was authorized to write a formal 
complaint to AIP regarding the high legal costs. 

There was agreement that Dealy should address the open business 
meeting on the subject of formation of a Canadian Division within 
The Society. There should be no vote at this time but the matter could 
be considered at the next Executive Committee meeting if the 
membership expressed interest. 

The meeting was adjourned at 11:00 pm with the next meeting 
scheduled for April 25, 1981, in Cleveland, Ohio.

Growth of The Journal of Rheology 
Size 

The Journal started in 1957 with a single issue. It became a 
biannual in 1965 and a quarterly in 1967. With increasing growth and 
with Wiley's excellent cooperation, our change of name in 1978 was 
followed that same year by bimonthly publication starting with 
Volume 22. See Table I.

Circulation 
The Journal of Rheology circulation rose to an all-time high of 

1757 for 1980. Member copies rose f rom 1055 to 1079, and Wiley was 
able to raise the regular subscription level f rom 654 to 678. There is an 
incredible 97% renewal rate, the highest of any of Wiley's journals. 
Manuscript Flow 

Attempts have been made to reduce the time between acceptance 
of a manuscript and its publication. Last year's Issue 6 was especially 
large and carried the pagination for Volume 24 to 988, considerably 
above the 800-page target. This year we have the option of making the 
June issue heavy or light, depending on the number of manuscripts in 
process. Expecting an influx of papers f rom the Williamsburg meeting 
we have requested a full June issue and expect to lean a bit on session 
chairmen to secure submissions to the Journal . 

The assistant editors have 22 manuscripts in process. 
Volume 24 Issues 1-6 contained 41 papers, 8 notes, abstracts f rom 

the Golden Jubilee meeting in Boston, the 2nd Joint Meeting of the 
U.S. and Japan Societies of Rheology, and from Volume 7, Numbers 
2 and 4, 1979, Journal of the Society of Rheology, Japan. 

Fifty-one submissions to the Journal were made in 1980; 55 papers 
were accepted coming from submissions in 1980 and 1979, 7 papers 
were either withdrawn or rejected. 
Bulletins 

Bulletins were issued in January, July, and December. The 
January 1980 issue contained information relating to the October 1979 
business meeting in Boston. The July 1980 issue called for papers for 
the February 1981 meeting in Williamsburg. The December 1980 
bulletin was mailed via bulk mail on January 12, 1981. This mailing 
also contained the program and abstracts for the February meeting. 

Receipt by the Editor of abstracts need to arrive earlier than they 
have been if the program and abstracts are to be retyped, printed, and 
mailed to the membership with enough time left for them to decide 
whether or not to attend the annual meeting. Improving the rate of 
delivery of this material would involve establishing a general form for 
abstracts and mailing the program and abstracts via first class mail. 
Using a general form would not completely eliminate secretarial work 
in the Editor 's office, but it would limit it to arranging abstracts in 
proper times, dates and symposia format . The Society cannot af ford 
first-class mailing of bulky items. 

This year's programs and abstracts were received in the Editor 's 
office by December 22, 1980. They arrived at the printer on December 
29 (in reality, in two working days). Printer 's delivery was January 9 
(a Friday) and the mailing date was the following Monday. Separate 
first-class mailing was sent to session chairmen. 
Incidental Matters 

The Society has been requested to mandate the use of the S.I. 
system and also to insist that a list of symbols accompany each paper. 
These are good ideas and therefore a directive will be written 
following the annual meeting of the editorial board. 

Other matters to be discussed with the editorial board are the size 
of the Journal , the two-track system for publishing based on whether 
page charges have been paid, and the handling of obituaries. We also 
wish to reinstate the policy of publishing invited papers. 
Acknowledgment 

The Editor acknowledges the excellent help, advice, and 
cooperation of the corps of assistant editors: Robert C. Armstrong, 
Edward A. Collins, Shigeharu Onogi, J. George Savins, Charles L. 
Sieglaff, Alex Silberberg, and James L. White. 



The 1979 year end Treasurer 's report had to be modified to include 
the price variance adjustment provided by the AIP which was received 
August 25, 1980. The adjusted balance in account year end 1979 is 
$20,290. The statement of receipts and disbursements for the nine 
months ending September 30, 1980, amounted to a balance in the 
account of $26,691. It was pointed out that this figure did not include 
the payment to Wiley for Volume 24, 1 through 6, which will be 
approximately $12,000.00. The anticipated 1980 year end balance will 
be approximately $20,000. This balance has remained approximately 
that amount for the past 8 to 10 years. Thus, in terms of real dollars, 
our balance is diminishing.

Being the year of the International Congress on Rheology, much 
of the attention of The Society in 1980 was focused abroad on the 
VHIth International Congress in Naples, Italy. Despite some 
difficulties with manuscript deadlines and travel arrangements, our 
members were much in evidence at the Congress, presenting about 25% 
of the some 300 papers and lectures. In keeping with tradition, the 
1980 Annual Meeting of The Society was postponed until February 
1981. At this meeting 56 lectures and papers are scheduled. 

Howard Brenner was named the recipient of the Bingham Medal 
for 1980. 

When the official tally was made on June 30, 1980, the 
membership of The Society stood at 1036, a 4 % increase over the 998 
of a year ago. In response to the large increase in membership in 1979, 
a new directory was published in 1980 and sent to all members. 

Looking forward to 1981, an Annual Meeting is planned for 
Louisville, Kentucky, and the biennial election of officers is 
scheduled. 

The Secretary wishes to acknowledge and thank Mrs. Margaret 
Nightingale of AIP for her help this year and the Institute of Materials 
Science of the University of Connecticut for providing necessary 
services to this office.

MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL BUSINESS MEETING 
THE SOCIETY OF RHEOLOGY, INC. 

Wil l iamsburg, Virginia 
February 23, 1981 

The Annual Business Meeting of The Society of Rheology was 
called to order at 4:46 by President E. B. Bagley. 

The minutes of the 1979 Annual Business Meeting and the 1980 
Report of the Secretary were read by Secretary M. T. Shaw. Both of 
these reports were approved by motion, second, and unanimous vote. 

The Treasurer, E. A. Collins, presented the Report of the 
Treasurer, which cited a balance for September 30, 1980 of 
$26,691.04; an estimated balance of $19,000 for December 31, 1980; 
and $19,375 by years' end 1981. Collins then noted that the late 
reporting of "var iances" by AIP, running over f rom one fiscal year to 
the next, complicate the Treasurer 's task. These late disbursements, 
however, act to the benefit of The Society, but serve also to make the 
year-end balance appear better than it truly is. 

The Treasurer then gave a historical analysis of the financial 
position of The Society f rom 1972 to the present. Two points stood 
out. First, over this period the benefits accruing to members have 
tended to exceed the cost to the members. Currently, for the $15 
annual dues paid by Society members, benefits conservatively 
estimated at $17.50 are received. This $2.50 deficit per member is 
covered by interest, page charges and proceeds f rom meetings. 

The second point made very clear by this historical survey is that 
The Society reserves have held steady at about $20,000 over the past 
nine years. Taking the decline of the value of the dollar over this 
period into account, it is clear that our reserves have declined 
significantly and our ability to meet financial emergencies, such as 
might occur in meeting cost overrun, has been significantly reduced. 

This analysis thus showed that, although our financial position is 
sound and no increase in dues is recommended at the present time, 
members should be aware of the potential need in the foreseeable 
future for such a recommendation. 

The report of the Treasurer was accepted unanimously by voice 
vote after motion and second. 

The report of the Editor (R. R. Myers) was read by D. Hunston, 
who noted that pages in Journal of Rheology were running well over 
the desired target level of 800 per year. In 1980, for example, 975 
pages were published by the Journal . The report also disclosed that 
three Bulletins were published in 1980. Methods of speeding abstract 
distribution were discussed and a clarification of the publication time 
in the Journal was requested. The Editor 's report was accepted by 
motion, second and voice vote. 

D. Hunston, Chairman of the Education Committee, continued 
with a report of the work of that committee. A short course at 
Louisville (October 1981) on "Fluid Mechanics" is planned. On other 
activities Hunston reported that I. Krieger is gathering a list of 
graduate programs and courses on rheology and that a questionnaire 
will issue shortly. It was pointed out that the International Committee 
on Rheology is involved in a similar endeavor and that the two should 
be coordinated. 

At 5:30 pm the Secretary presented to the membership, as 
announced by a mailing, an addition to the Certificate of 
Incorporation of The Society. This addition, Article 8, describes the 
distribution of the assets of The Society should it dissolve. The vote 
for this addition was 56 in favor, 0 opposed. The Secretary voted, by 
proxy, 126 votes in favor, 6 opposed and 1 abstention. The addition 
was then considered approved and the Secretary was directed to 
inform the lawyers of this change. 

President Bagley at this point reviewed the circumstances of the 
bankruptcy of Conference Travel Services, noting that The Society 
had taken all reasonable steps to help the involved members recover 
their losses. It was emphasized that any group travel arrangements are 
subject to extreme uncertainties and that The Society should probably 
avoid such involvement in the future in spite of their facilitation of 
attendance by members at foreign meetings. 



The Report of the Site Selection Commit tee was presented, with 
several possibilities for the 1982 meeting being reviewed. Invitations 
by members are solicited and should be forwarded to Chai rman E. A. 
Collins. 

L. R. Schmidt, Program Cha i rman for the Louisville meeting, 
reviewed the plans formulated by his Commit tee . Several symposia 
are planned (see the December, 1980 Bulletin) as well as lectures and a 
beer session. 

T o wrap up the meeting, a discussion of the feelings of the 
Canadian members concerning the format ion of a Canadian Division 
of The Society was presented by J . M. Dealy. A petition to this effect 
had been signed by 78% of the Canadian members. Af te r some 
discussion of this plan, Dealy read a mot ion describing an addit ion to 
Article VIII of the Const i tut ion which would permit a Canadian 
Division. This motion was seconded and passed, but some concern 
about the wording resulted in a mot ion for rescission and 
reconsiderat ion. Af t e r passing, a mot ion was presented and passed 
that obligated The Society to present a clearly written consti tutional 
amendment to the members and statements for and against the 
amendment . Dealy agreed to write the amendment , af ter discussion 
with the Executive Commit tee , and the pro statement, while E. A. 
Kearsley agreed to phrase the con statement . These are to appear in 
the July Bulletin and the amendment will be brought before the 
members at the October 1981 Annual Meeting. 

The meeting was ad journed at 6:50 p .m.

Irv has 
under taken the task of compiling a complete and up-to-date list of 
such programs for inclusion in the next A I P listing. He has prepared a 
quest ionnaire for distribution in the next Bulletin. Any informat ion 
for this list of o ther suggestions for the use of our collection of 
educational material would be appreciated.

REPORT OF THE MEETING OF THE 
INTERNATIONAL COMMITTEE ON RHEOLOGY 

Naples, I taly 
September 2, 1980 

1. The Israel Society of Rheology was elected unanimously to the 
ICR and the representative, Dov Katz, joined the meeting. 

2. Af te r some discussion, Acapulco, Mexico was approved for the 
9th International Congress in 1984. Some concern was expressed 
by a few members of the committee that the Mexico Society was 
too small to host the meeting successfully in the sense of having a 
broad background in a wide range of Theological areas, but Dr. 
Mena convinced the commit tee that there was no problem in either 
staff or in outside funds . (Outside the committee meeting it was 
agreed and understood that The Society of Rheology would help in 
any possible way in furnishing technical expertise in program 
arrangement or in any other way.) 

3. Section 2 of the ByLaws was amended to allow representatives of 
nat ional or international organizations which are not ICR 
members to attend the ICR meetings as associate members without 
vote. Also proposed for Section 2 was an amendment allowing the 
granting of Life Membership without vote to certain individuals. 
Ratif ication is requested f rom the member societies. 
In anticipation of rat if ication, Ziabicki (Poland) and Meissner 
(Switzerland) were granted Associate Membership . Previously 
Scott Blair and Burgess had been granted Life Membership and at 
this meeting Marvin was granted Life Member status. 

4. A European Commit tee of Rheology has been proposed to be 
composed of members f rom the European Societies. It was 
suggested that this European Commit tee have a representative on 
ICR. It was agreed that there should be an ad hoc meeting of the 
European Representatives to decide what sort of committee they 

were considering and to report back to the ICR before the end of 
the Congress. N o action was taken. 

5. It was agreed to sponsor the compilation of a trilingual dictionary 
of rheological terms. N. Tschoegl will handle the English part . 

6. A directory of Theological laboratories will be compiled. Further 
details along with a questionnaire will be sent to the member 
Societies. 

7. It was suggested that "Rheological D o c u m e n t a t i o n , " a publica-
tion of the German Society, should bear an imprint showing it was 
sponsored by ICR. The question then arose of " W h a t about 
Rheology Abs t rac t s?" ICR decided to do nothing until the British 
Society took a position on this point . 

8. Officers elected were: 
Chai rman: G. Astari ta 
Secretary: N. W. Tschoegl 

Past Cha i rman is automatically J . Kubat . It was decided that at 
present no separate off ice of Treasurer is needed. 

9. A vote of thanks was expressed to the Italian Organizing Com-
mittee for a fine Congress and the meeting was ad jou rned .
